	1. HIV/AIDS Alliance
	1.  Vía LIbre - Peru
	Vía Libre was established in Peru in 1990 and became a member of the International HIV Alliance in 2007. Besides its direct intervention programmes, Vía Libre trains and supports members of the populations most affected by HIV, especially gay men and MSM and sex workers, to help improve national responses to the epidemic and promote their human rights. In 2009 alone 1,613 were treated and supported in clinics for sexually transmitted infections. For more information please refer to www.vialibre.org.pe.

	
	2.  REDLACTRANS, Argentina/regional
	Redlactrans (Latin American and the Caribbean Network of Transgender People. It is the Latin American and the Caribbean Network of Trans People with  Trans organisations in 16 countries across the region led and comprised of transgender women. . The International HIV/AIDS Alliance provides assistance since 2007 to Redlactrans’ work aimed at building the capacity of its organisation members to carry out advocacy to guarantee their access to health and other human rights and gain presence in decision making processes. In the past three years, Redlactrans has been instrumental in the passing of legislation protecting sexual orientation and gender identity in Argentina, Mexico, and Uruguay. 	2. One World Action
	1. Partnership for women in action - Bangladesh
	Lovely is President of the Textile Garments Workers’ Union Federation and of the Independent Children & Women Workers Forum.  She is also a central leader in the Partnership for Women in Action (PaWa).  PaWa was formed in 2006 as the result of a ten year partnership between One World Action and Nagorik Uddyog (NU), a 'Citizens Initiative’ and a human rights organization based in Dhaka.  NU in partnership with One World Action has been at the forefront in transforming the Shalish (traditional village courts) into a more equitable system for resolving disputes and developing people’s awareness of their rights - this programme has brought about unprecedented access to justice for rural women. One World Action is currently working with NU to support and organise informal women workers in Dhaka and to popularise and implement the recent Right to Information Act.  PaWA in particular is improving the lives of some of the poorest women in Dhaka and is campaigning to ensure that women informal workers become visible, valued and protected. Lovely’s passion for worker and women’s rights stems from personal understanding; she began her career at sixteen years old working in a garment factory.  However, upon experiencing wage discrimination, Lovely and her colleagues formed a trade union for which she ultimately became General Secretary. This position launched her career as an activist and ultimately led to her leadership position within PaWa today.  She is outspoken about her experience as a garment worker and the situation of low wages, unfavourable working conditions, the cheating of the payments on piece rate works, the violence caused by mastans hired by the management authorities, and the need for trade unions and minimum wage requirements. She has attended conferences in the U.S., Canada, Europe, India, Pakistan, and Hong Kong and has actively sought to unite trade unions in her home country of Bangladesh.


	
	2. Coalition of women living with HIV/AIDS – Malawi  
	Chipo is a lecturer in Computer Science at the University of Malawi, a well known PLHIV campaigner, and a member of One World Action’s partner, Coalition of Women Living With HIV/AIDS (COWLHA).  COWLHA is the only Coalition of Women living with HIV/AIDS in Malawi. The Coalition was formed in 2006 to create a united voice for women and girls living with HIV/AIDS with the aim of addressing the challenges affecting them. One World Action supports COWLHA in strengthening COWLHA’s project and financial management skills and supporting their advocacy activities for the reduction of stigma and discrimination among women living with HIV/AIDS.  Chipo became an active in PLHIV awareness in general, and eventually with COWLHA in particular, after her husband died in 1994 from suspected AIDS (although back then many people were dying untested because of fear and a lack of understanding of the disease). She suspected she may be HIV positive and later went for testing and found she was HIV positive. She nearly died because she started to get sick before ARVs were available. She is now on ARVs and was one of the first highly educated, high profile figures to 'come out' about being HIV positive. She has since campaigned for high profile Malawians to be open about their status including parliamentarians, lecturers, doctors, lawyers.

	3. Womenkind 
	1. Woman and Law in Development Africa – Ghana
	WILDAF-Ghana strives to empower women by promoting their rights and increasing their participation at the local, national, and international levels through strengthening the strategies that link law and development. They work to achieve this mission through advocacy campaigns and educating women on knowing and exercising their own rights. The organisation also focuses their efforts on providing local groups with the capacity to carry out their own strategies that enhance the legal, political, economical, and social status of women. Finally, WILDAF networks with governmental and non-governmental organisations throughout the country to achieve a more unified action toward the campaign for women’s rights.



	
	2. Woman Lawyers association -   Zimbabwe
	ZWLA strives to obtain a Zimbabwean society in which women are empowered to assert their rights within a justice system that treats both men and women equally. ZWLA works to achieve this goal by providing legal advice for women as well as educating them about their own legal rights. The organisation also lobbies for legal reform in areas of law that discriminate or create disadvantages for women.  Finally, ZWLA provides support for other organisations or institutions that strive for improvement on the legal status of women. At the moment ZWLA is engaged in the Constitutional Reform process to ensure women’s rights are included there. 



	4. International Children’s Trust
	1. Research and Resource Centre Coordinator of JUCONI Mexico
	JUCONI Mexico works with street-living, street-working and street market-working children and their families through its educational-therapeutic programme. These children have suffered neglect, abuse and trauma, which have impaired their development, are exposed to immense dangers on the street, and are likely to be behind in their schooling. These children have few life choices available and with little family support are trapped in inter-generational cycles of deprivation and poverty.  The programme involves outreach work on the street, with families and communities, a residential centre for street-living children and a day centre for street market-working children. They work intensively with the parents and the children, focusing on developing strong family relationships, especially between mother and child, helping to build and maintain these relationships, focusing on therapeutic strategies to reduce levels of family violence, and developing parental understanding of children's needs.   JUCONI trains other community organisations and government agencies on tools and strategies for empowering excluded children and women, and participate actively in both national and local networks.

	
	2.  SERVE - Sri Lanka
	SERVE was set up 11 years ago by a group of professionals in Sri Lanka, with a focus on working for and with vulnerable people, especially children.  Their mission is to help empower such people regardless of gender, race, religion or political differences.  Their main activities include school social work projects, establishing after school centres and children's clubs, providing educational and psycho-social support through social workers for children and their families, helping them learn creative methods of self expression and build self esteem, guidance for social work students and an awareness programme on child exploitation and sexual abuse.  SERVE participates in several networks and has a good relationship with institutions such as the Child Protection Authority in Sri Lanka.

	 5. Christian Aid
	1. Foundation Femmes Plus (FFP) – DRC
	Positive Women (FP) is a secular Congolese not-for-profit organisation established in 1994. FP is an association made up of women living with or affected by HIV. FP is active in Kinshasa, Kisangani, Kikwit, Bukavu, Goma, Kindu and Uvira and specialises in psychosocial, social and medical support to women, including medical care and food aid.  It also promotes income-generating activities (IGAs) for women with HIV such as catering and tailoring.  FP Kinshasa is one of the implementing partners of the DFID-funded Community Action against HIV in Congo (CAHAC) Programme. CAHAC aims to develop access for care and support services for people living with HIV and people affected by the virus. 

In addition, FP also organises: 

· Home visits and surveys 

· Home-based counseling for people living with HIV 

· Psychological support group meetings 

· Medical assistance (lab tests, basic treatment, help with hospitalization fees, referrals etc.) 

· Psychosocial counseling 

· Welfare assistance (funeral costs) 

· Legal aid (inheritance issues) 

In terms of preventive activities, FP has organised training and awareness-raising sessions throughout Kinshasa. FP has produced a film entitled "Vie Positive" that tells the story of adults living with HIV in Kinshasa, and has published an informational brochure entitled "AIDS Today", which was distributed to thousands of Kinshasa residents. FP has also distributed other publications and has posted informational banners and posters throughout the city. Leaders of FP have frequently appeared on television and radio broadcasts, and have helped train HIV organisations in several other cities, including Bukavu, Kindu, Bumba and Kikwit.


	
	2.  Ecumenical HIV/AIDS Initiative in Africa (EHAIA) – DRC 
	EHAIA, the Ecumenical HIV and AIDS initiative in Africa, was launched in 2002 to enable churches in Africa to access information, training, and resources and make contact with other churches and bodies working in the same field to help them deal with HIV in their communities. The initiative now brings a wide and inclusive ecumenical and multi-faith dimension to the churches' care, education and counselling programmes. It has been open to discussing and addressing complex and challenging issues of gender, sexuality and marginalised groups in a direct and non-judgmental way.   It strives to assist churches and related organizations to achieve professional levels of efficiency, coordination, capacity-building and communication in all HIV-related activities. EHAIA’s relatively small staff, conducts workshops and training programmes; responds to individual requests for advice from churches on HIV church policy development, provides theological training and project planning support; and distributes information and resource materials across Africa and via a website and electronic newsletter.
