Confirming Your Booking:
1. To apply for a bursary, it is necessary to complete a bursary and course application form available from the BOND website.

2. Bursaries are available to full-time students or those who are currently unemployed and seeking a job in the international development sector.
3. BOND bursaries are available to contribute towards BOND course fees only. Bursaries are not available for the cost of food, accommodation or travel.

4. Bursary places are offered at a reduced rate (there will still be a fee for attendance) and are strictly limited. They will be awarded on a first come, first served basis and only to those who can demonstrate that they fit the criteria in 2 above.
5. Bursary places are very limited, priority will be given to those who have not previously been awarded a bursary place (a maximum of 2 bursary places are available per person per calendar year). Where demand for places on a course is very high, bursary places may not be available.

6. If your application for a bursary place is accepted you will be informed and. we will then send you joining instructions with directions and a timetable 2 weeks before the date of the course.
7. When your place has been confirmed, please arrange payment as soon as possible. This can be done over the phone by credit or debit card by contacting the Finance team on 020 7520 0247. We also accept payment through BACS transfer. Payment must be made 5 working days before the course commences.  Unfortunately, we cannot raise an invoice for a bursary place.
