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Competency Criteria for GCAP Global Council members:

Initial criteria for GCAP Global Council members are that they:

1. Agree to the principles and policies of the GCAP

2. Must be part of a GCAP National Coalition and have support from the region he/she represents, or from a specific constituency.

3. Must have experience and involvement in GCAP campaigning at national, regional or global levels

4. Be willing to give time required for the functioning of the GCAP Global Council

5. Must have knowledge of global issues, and participation to global arenas, and proven expertise on GCAP core policy issues.

6. Commitment to the mission, rights and struggle of constituencies he/she represents in GCAP Global Council 

7. Leadership abilities, and a proven record leading diverse social movements or pro-peoples campaigns and movements

8. Networking and linkages abilities with capacity to involve growing and wider constituencies, engaging them for better ownership and participation.

9. Being part of democratic processes and ability to engage with other global council members in democratic decision making, and deal with majority positions and respecting minority opinions. Being able to follow-up and deliver on decisions and agreed actions.

10. Accountability and monitoring: understanding and being committed in practice to learning and accountability in political, mobilisation and organisational and financial matters. 

Gender balance will be strictly observed.  When regions or constituency groups put forward two individuals, they should be a woman and a man.  While there is no firm prescription in the elections process, all regions and constituency groups must be cognisant of gender balance.
